The visually impaired candidates and candidates whose writing speed is adversely affected
permanently for any reason can use their own scribe at their cost during the online
examination, subject to limits as in (ii) and (iii) below. In all such cases where a scribe is
used, the following rules will apply:-

*The candidate will have to arrange his/her own scribe at his/her own cost.

*The scribe arranged by the candidate should not be a candidate for the same examination.
If violation of the above is detected at any stage of the process, candidature of both the
candidate and the scribe will be cancelled. Candidates eligible for and who wish to use the
services of a scribe in the examination should invariably carefully indicate the same in the
online application form. No subsequent request shall be entertained.

* A person acting as a scribe for one candidate cannot be a scribe for another candidate.

* The scribe may be from any academic stream. However for Specialist Officer's posts the
scribe should be from an academic stream different from that prescribed for the post.

* Both the candidate as well as scribe will have to give a suitable undertaking confirming
that the scribe fulfils all the stipulated eligibility criteria for a scribe mentioned above.

5. Instances for providing incorrect information and/or process violation by a candidate
detected at any stage of the selection process will lead of disqualification of the
candidate from the selection process and he/she will not be allowed to appear in any
RSPCB recruitment process in the future.

DOWNLOAD OF CALL LETTER

Candidates will have to visit the RSPCB website for downloading call letters for online
test. Intimation for downloading call letter will also be sent through email/SMS. Once the
candidate clicks the relevant link, he/she can access the window for call letter download.

The candidate is required to use (i) User/ login I'd Registration Number/Roll Number, (ii)
Password/Date of Birth for downloading the call letter. Candidate needs to affix recent
recognizable photograph on the call letter preferably the same as provided during
registration and appear at the examination centre with (i) Call Letter (ii) Photo Identity
Proof as stipulated and also specified in the call letter and photocopy of the same Photo

CANDIDATES REPORTING LATE i.e. after the reporting time specified on the call letter
for Examination will not be permitted to take the examination.
